| concur in the majority Opinion in all respects except the trial court’ s forgiveness of the

arrearage in pendentelite alimony. Appellee took no action to be relieved of his obligation to pay
pendentelite dimony, if, in fact, he was unable to pay it. He deliberately did not comply with the
Order of the trial court setting the aimony pendente lite payments; therefore, he should not be
relieved of that obligation. If, in fact, he was unableto comply with the Order, he should havefiled
a petition for modification or to terminate pendente lite support payments. His action indicates a
deliberate disregard of the Order of the trial court, and there should be no forgiveness of the
arrearage.

Therefore, | dissent from that part of the Opinion of themgjority affirmingthetrial court and
would reverse that part of the Order and remand for further proceedings as necessary.
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
