| agree completely with the excellent opinion authored by Judge Lee. | write separately to
emphasize what | believe is the most important aspect of this case: the plaintiff, as an incarcerated
person, had no placeto go, i.e., he could not leave the recreation room to compl etely avoid the water
problem! He was “trapped” aong with the seven or eight other inmates in the room. This event
happened at night when the sleeping mats of the inmates obviously covered a portion of the floor,
thereby further reducing the walking area. | am sure — as the dissent emphasizes — that there was
some light in the room; but it obviously wasn't lighted to the full extent. In the evening, the room
was asleeping area, not a recreation room.

The trial court found that the plaintiff fell en route to the bathroom. Apparently, he was
answering acall of nature —one that he obviously could not resist. | don’t believeit is particularly
significant in this case that the plaintiff knew that the building, as the saying goes, “leaked like a
sieve.” If you haveto go to the bathroom, you have to go, water on thefloor or not. | doubt that the
guardswould have been particularly receptiveto acommand from within therecreation roomto “ get
in here and clean up this water; and, by the way, repair the leaks.” The plaintiff could not run; he
could not hide; he had no placeto go. If others had tracked through the water, leaving footprints,
so beit. Hehad to go to the bathroom and through the wet tracks hewent. Under the circumstances,
| cannot find fault in his conduct.
