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OPINIONONPETITION TO REHEAR

Franks, J.

Benny Nuchols hasfiled a Petition to Rehear, and at our direction, Kim
Nuchols has responded.

In our original Opinion, we revised the visitation schedule with the mother,
because we were of the opinion that the standard visitation schedule adopted by the Trial
Court was not adequate under the circumstances of this case.

We now conclude that the Trial Court isin abetter position to establish the
visitation and custody in this case than this Court, and we accordingly recall our Opinion to

the extent that the first full paragraph on page 4 of our original Opinion is deleted, and the
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cause isremanded to the Tria Court to establish visitation for the mother with the children
substantially in excess of the Tria Court’s standard visitation schedul e throughout the
school year, aswell as during summer vacations and holidays.

The costs shall be taxed in accordance with the origina Opinion.
