ORDER

The following provisions of the Rules of the Supreme Court of Tennessee are hereby
amended to correct obsolete references to the Executive Secretary to the Supreme Court.

Rule 5(d):  “the Executive Secretary of this Court” is deleted and is replaced
by “the Administrative Office of the Courts”;

Rule 9, § 26.6(e): “the Executive Secretary of this Court” is deleted and is
replaced by “the Administrative Office of the Courts”;

Rule 9, § 26.6(f): “office of the Executive Secretary of this Court” is deleted
and is replaced by “the Administrative Office of the Courts”;

Rule 11, Section IV: “Executive Secretary of this Court” is deleted and is
replaced by “director of the Administrative Office of the Courts”;

Rule 15, Section 3: “Executive Secretary to the Supreme Court” is deleted
and is replaced by “director of the Administrative Office of the Courts”;

Rule 15, Section 4: “Executive Secretary” in the second sentence is deleted
and is replaced by “director of the Administrative Office of the Courts”;
“Executive Secretary to the Supreme Court” in the last sentence is deleted
and is replaced by “director of the Administrative Office of the Courts.”

Rule 15, Section 6: “Executive Secretary to the Supreme Court” in the first
sentence of the second paragraph is deleted and is replaced by “director of
the Administrative Office of the Courts”; “Executive Secretary” in the second,
third and fourth sentences of the second paragraph and in the first sentence
of the third paragraph is deleted and is replaced by “director”;

Rule 16, Section 2(c): “Executive Secretary of the Supreme Court” in the
second and third sentences is deleted is replaced by “director of the
Administrative Office of the Courts”; 

Rule 16, Section 2(d): “Executive Secretary” in the first sentence is deleted
and is replaced with “director of the Administrative Office of the Courts”;
“Executive Secretary of the Supreme Court” in the third sentence is deleted
and is replaced by “director”; 
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Rule 16, Section 2(e): “Executive Secretary to the Supreme Court” in the first
sentence of the first paragraph is deleted and is replaced by “director of the
Administrative Office of the Courts”; “Executive Secretary” in the second and
third sentences of the first paragraph and in the first sentence of the second
paragraph is deleted and is replaced by “director”;

Rule 17: “Executive Secretary of the Supreme Court” in the second
paragraph is deleted and is replaced by “director of the Administrative Office
of the Courts”; 

Rule 18(b): “Executive Secretary of the Supreme Court” is deleted and is
replaced by “director of the Administrative Office of the Courts”;

Rule 21, Section 1.08: “Office of Executive Secretary of the Supreme Court”
is deleted and is replaced by “Administrative Office of the Courts”; 

Rule 22: “Executive Secretary”  (first reference) in the first sentence of the
second paragraph is deleted and is replaced by “director of the
Administrative Office of the Courts”; “Executive Secretary” (second reference,
contained in parenthetical statement) in the first sentence of the second
paragraph is deleted and is replaced by “director”; “Executive Secretary of
the Supreme Court” in the first sentence of the third paragraph is deleted and
is replaced by “director of the Administrative Office of the Courts[.]”
