
The Court directs that the parties specifically address the issue of whether the special proof requirements of Camper v. Minor,1

915 SW2d 437, 446 (Tenn. 1996), extend to all negligent claims, in addition to the distinct tort of negligent infliction of emotional
distress, where damages for emotional distress are sought as an item of compensatory damage.  This statement of the issue for oral
argument does not prevent the parties from raising additional issues pursuant to Rule 13(a), T.R.A.P.
