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ORDER

Such discretion includes waiving or altering time periods or otherwise varying the
provisions for admission by comity, and the Board shall tailor such discretion toward
granting the applicant’s application for comity admission as long as the Board
otherwise reaches the conclusion that the lawyer possesses the character and fitness to
practice law in this jurisdiction.

Sec. 10.01. Registration of In-house Counsel.

(j) A lawyer seeking to practice in this State under the authority of Tenn. Sup. Ct. R.
8, RPC 5.5(d)(1) and who complies fully with the requirements of this Rule on or
before Jly+December 31, 2016, shall not be barred from registration under this Rule,
admission pursuant to Article V of this Rule, or from practicing under the authority of
RPC 5.5(d)(1) solely by the fact of prior noncompliance with Tennessee law
concerning licensure of in-house counsel.
