ORDER

Supreme Court Rule 37(c) is a standing order of reference under which workers
compensation appeals are ordered to appellate mediation. Rule 37 was not intended to apply to
interlocutory appeals in workers' compensation cases, filed pursuant to Rule 9, Tenn. R. App. P.,
nor wasit intended to apply to extraordinary appealsinworkers compensation cases, filed pursuant
to Rule 10, Tenn. R. App. P. Because Rule 37, as currently written, could be interpreted to apply
to such appeals, the Court hereby amends the first paragraph® of Rule 37(c) to read as follows:

(c) Standing Order of Reference. This subsection shall be
considered astanding Order of Reference to mediation. Provisional
Rule 37 shall apply to all workers' compensation appeals as of right
filed inthethree Grand Divisions. Subject to thelimiting provisions
insubdivision (1) below, all workers' compensation appeal stowhich
Provisional Rule 37 applies are ordered to mediation. Provisional
Rule 37 does not apply to interlocutory appeals pursuant to Rule 9,
Tenn. R. App. P., or to extraordinary appeals pursuant to Rule 10,
Tenn. R. App. P.

This amendment shall be effective upon the filing of this order.
